A Parade of Francophone Countries

        

To celebrate National French Week, we will organize a parade of different Francophone nations.  With a partner, you will design a Cultural Float for a French-speaking country.  The float is to be built on an empty or unopened* Kleenex/tissue box, and it should represent the culture(s) of your country.  In addition you need to prepare a short, one-minute speech for when your float passes the grandstand.  The speech should talk about the items on your float and why they are important to your country.  You will have some time in class to research, plan, and construct your float. 

*Crédit Plus  +4 for an unopened box of tissues!  (+2 points per person)
In order to successfully construct this float you should…
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-research and find pictures (magazines, pictures from the Internet, student illustrations) and small little cultural objects that represent your country

-make your float by pasting, gluing, or mounting your pictures and models on the sides of the box; something “removable” on the top is also acceptable

-prepare your one-minute presentation, explaining why you chose to put certain pictures/items on your box and how they relate to the culture and country.  Also include
  the capital city and type of currency used in the country.  
     Some aspects of what you should include (but not limited to):  
· People, Country leader, Celebrities, Icons, Politicians, Humanitarians, Historical Figures  

· Flag / Map with geographical location / Capital city / Money

· Unique landforms / Animals / Plants
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Important structures, monuments, landmarks

· Types of housing 

· Food specialties 

· Clothing / Fashions / Cultural costumes

· Festivals and Holidays 

· Art and traditional crafts 

·  Traditional signs and symbols

· Industry / Employment / Business and revenue sources
